RRP & GPRIP Payments 2010

Following the release of RRP payments to
eligible providers on 9 Aug 2010, there has
been some confusion from medical
practitioners over receiving an RRP payment
instead of the new General Practice Rural
Incentives Program (GPRIP) payment.
Payments for the June Qtr 2010 have been
assessed and paid under the RRP, even though
the payment may have been received by the
medical practitioner after 1 July 2010. The
GPRIP program only commenced on 1 July 2010.
Grandparenting arrangements for RRP
participants apply from 1 July 2010, and
payments under these arrangements will
commence from the Sept Qtr 2010. For further

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PANVAX Vaccine Expiry General Events and Information (cont)

Following stability testing by the TGA the
following advice is issued: All stocks of PANVAX
Junior (Pre-filled syringe formulation of PANVAX-
Pink packaging) are now considered EXPIRED and
should not be used. PROVIDERS SHOULD IGNORE
THE EXPIRY DATE ON THE VACCINE PACKAGING.
The safety of previously administered vaccine
has not been compromised or affected. There is
no change to the existing dosing schedules.
Panvax can still be given to children between
6mths and 3yrs by using a multi-dose vial. For
further details please see the Immunisation
page on our website or contact Centre for
Disease Control on 8922 8564.
